School Improvement this Session: 

Resources: re-organised centrally into Language, Maths, Social Subjects, Science, Technology, RME, 

Enterprise. 

Areas still to be organised include Health, PSD, Expressive Arts (PE, Drama, Music and Art). 

Health Promoting School – Level 3 (Excellent) accreditation achieved. Healthy Tuck shop financed from 

Primary Challenge Grant up to April 08. To be run by P4-7 as a business enterprise from May to June (a 

small charge for those pupils wishing to take tuck). 

Assessment is for Learning – All staff are developing questioning strategies and have had opportunities to 

observe their peers in the classroom. Continued development of questioning and feedback strategies in the 

future. 

Early Level development (Pre-5 to P1) – led by Mrs Stuart, the project has allowed Pre-5 pupils to have 

access to a qualified teacher. This has also developed smooth transition arrangements between Pre-5 and 

P1.  

Additional Support Needs Act – Staff training in February from Mrs Cracknell. School policy for ASN to 

be evaluated and developed in May 2008. 

ICT – now being used by teachers to teach in all curiicular areas. Education City being used by pupils to 

support learning in maths, language, science and French. 

Learning Logs – All P1-7 pupils are using learning logs to share their learning with parents and to evaluate 

their learning and next steps with their class teachers. 

Grow our own – P4-7 have started work on tyre beds in the playground to grow potatoes etc. 

 

5. Date for AGM:  It was decided to leave the AGM till later on in the year. Thursday

6. School Fund joint meeting: The School Fund Committee have agreed to join us at 

meetings. 

 

7. School Buildings: 

�  The drawings for the new front door have been done and are looking good, hopefully 

it will be getting fixed during the summer break.
